REAL ESTATE EASEMENT 

KNOW ALL PERSONS BY THESE PRESENTS: 

That we, the undersigned, The Vernon Company (hereinafter called "Property Owner") in consideration of the sum of One 
Dollar ($1.00) to be paid by the City of Newlon, iowa upon final approval and acceptance of this Easement by the Newton
 
City Council, do hereby oonvey unto the CITY OF NEWTON, IOWA, a municipal oorporation, (hereinafier called 'City') an
 
EASEMENT on, under, over, through and across the following described real estate, subject to the terms and conditions 
specffied herein: 

PERMANENT MUNICIPAL UTILITY EASEMENT 

1. GRANT OF EASEMENT. A pennanent easement is hereby granted on, under, over, through and across the 
followtng descnbed property:

hereinafter called "Permanent Easement Property." 

2. COVENANT RUNNING WITH THE LAND. This grant of easement shall be a oovenant running with the land, and 
the rights granted herein shall be assignable by City and its successors in interest, in whole or in part. The tenns of this 
easement shall be binding upon the heirs, legal representatives, successors in interest and assigns of both Property Owner 
and City. 

3. TERM OF EASEMENT. The nghts granted herein shall be possessed and enjoyed by City, its successors and 
assigns, so long as the municipal utilities and appurtenances constructed pursuant thereto shall be maintained and operated 
by City, its successors and assigns. 

4. PURPOSE OF EASEMENT. This grant of easemenl shall be for purposes including but not limited to oonstructing, 
reconstructing, repairing, enlarging and maintaining municipal utilities, together with necessary appurtenances thereto, on, 
under, over, through and across said Pennanent Easement Property, 

5. ERECTION OF STRUCTURES PROHIBITED. Property Owner shall not ereot any structure on, over, under, 
UmlUgh, across or within the Pennanent Easement Property during the tenn or the easement without obtaining the prior 
written consent of the City Engineer. 

6. PERMANENT iMPROVEMENTS. Property Owner agrees that no pennanenl improvement shail be built or placed 
upon the Pennanent Easement Property during the tenn of the easement, nor shall Property Owner pennit any change of

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grade, elevation or contour of any part of the Permanent Easement Property during the term of the easement or easements,
 
and that if such improvements are built or constructed or changes made in violation of this grant of easement, said
 
improvements or changes shall be prompUy removed or eliminated by Property Owner at Property Owner's expense;
 
provided, however, that Property Owner may install single level surface parking lot facifities involving no structures.
 

7. RIGHT OF ACCESS. City shall have the right of ingress and egress over and across Property Owner's remaining 
property to and from the Permanent Easement Property for any and all purposes necessary or convenient to construct, 
reconstruct, inspect, repair, operate, maintain and service any and all municipal utilities and all appurtenances thereto, 
together with the right to use and operate said municipal utilities and appurtenances as it deems necessary. 

B. REPRESENTATION OF OWNERSHIP. Property Owner does hereby covenant with the City that Property Owner 
holds We to said Permanent Easement Property in fee simple; that Property Owner has good and lawful authority to convey 
the same; and said Property Owner covenants to warrant and defend the said Permanent Easement Property against, and to 
defend and hold City harmless from, any and all claims of all third parties whomsoever. 

g. RESTORATION OF LAND. City shall restore the Permanent Easement Property to substantially the same condition 
it was in prior to City's entry. 

GENERAL PROVISIONS 

A. APPROVAL BY CITY COUNCIL. The easement(s) granted herein shall not be bindif19 until final approval and 
acceptance by the Newton City Council by RESOLUTION, whereupon the Mayor and Cieri< shall be authorized to show such 
approval and acceptance by execution of said easement. 

B. DOWER RIGHTS. Each of the undersigned hereby relinquishes all rights of dower, homestead and distributive 
share, if any, in and to the interests granted and conveyed hereby,

AGENDA ITEM	 RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE NEWTON FIRE DEPARTMENT 
TO SUBMIT A GRANT APPLICATION IN THE AMOUNT OF 
$421,320.00 TO THE ASSISTANCE TO FIREFIGHTER GRANT 
PROGRAM ADMINISTERED BY THE FEDERAL EMERGENCY 
MANAGEMENT AGENCY 

BACKGROUND 

Congress has authorized the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) to 
administer the Assistance to Firefighter Grant Program. The purpose of the program is to 
award one-year grants directly to fire departments to enhance their abilities with response 
to fire and fire-related hazards. This program seeks to identify departments that lack 
resources necessary to protect the health and safety of the public and their firefighting 
personnel. 

The Newton Fire Department is requesting permission to apply for equipment through the 
2008 Assistance to Firefighters Grant Program (AFG). FEMA has lowered the contribution 
rate from 10% to 5% for communities with less than 20,000 populations. With the change 
in contribution rates targeted for cities of our size, we feel it places the City of Newton in a 
favorable position to be granted the equipment requested. The grant provides an 
opportunity for three applications - two departmental and one regional application. 

The AFT Grant requires a local 5% cash match for applications 1 and 2. Application 3 is a 
10% cash match. No "in-kind" contribution will be allowed for cost-share that is statutorily 
reqUired.

FOR FIRE PUMPERIFIREFIGHER STANDBY FOR THE IOWA SPEEDWAY
 

1.	 Parties. This is a written agreement made as of the __ day of April 2008 between the City of 
Newlon (hereinafter City) and the Iowa Speedway of Newton, Jasper County, Iowa (hereinafter 
Speedway). 

2.	 Purpose. City and Speedway recognizes the need of a fire (ruck pumper and a Newton 
Firefighter to operate the pump to be present on the premises during major race events at 
Speedway. 

3.	 Request. Speedway shall submit to City a written request for a fire pumper truck and firefighter 
at least five (5) working days prior to the need for said pumperlfirefighler, to allow City sufficient 
time to prepare for event. 

4.	 Deny/Remove. The City reserves the right to deny fire truck pumper and firefighter pump 
operator standby or to pull one stationed at Speedway in the case that adequate fire protection' 
for the City and the Rural Benefited Fire District is compromised, at the sole discretion of City, 
with return of same when protection is back to adequate standard. 

5.	 Alternative. Should City deny/pull pumper/firefighter, Speedway may seek fire truck standby 
from Fire Departments that have a Mutual Aid Agreement with the Newton Fire Department of 
Jasper County or any other means Speedway deems appropriate. 

6.	 Fee Structure. Speedway will reimburse City for costs incurred for a firefighter pump operator to 
be assigned on standby status with the fire truck pumper at the rate of $30.00 per hour, during 
major race events at the Iowa Speedway, per paragraph 3 above. This rate shall be adjusted 
annually every July 1, to reflect the current overtime rate in the City's employment contract. 

7.	 Food/Beverage. Speedway understands and will allow firefighter(s) to bring in cooler(s) with 
food/beverage for the firefighters personal consumption while they are performing their pumper 
duties. 

8.	 Notice to Terminate. Either party may terminate this agreement upon mailing written notice to 
the other party via U.S. Mail with 60 days notice to the pa.rty and address as set forth below. 

9.	 Duration. This agreement is valid upon execution by the parties and expires 12:01 a.m. on 
October 1, 2008.
