This program exists to assist rail projects that create immediate jobs and investment 
in Iowa. The City would contribute up to $80,000 toward this project as local match, with the 
funds coming from tax increment financing from the .increase in property value. 

The Iowa DOT Rail Transportation Board is slated to act on the assistance application at their 
May meeting. In order for this Board to take action, a resolution supporting the application and 
committing to local matching funds is required from the City of Newton.

BACKGROUND 

In conjunction with the State of Iowa and Industrial Realty Group (the property owner of the 
former Maytag Plant Two), the City of Newton has been trying to attract a new manufacturer to 
the community to provide investment and jobs. A current prospect interested in the western part 
of former Maytag Plant Two would require an expanded storage yard area to be created in the 
field west of the facility. This area would be used to store finished products until they are ready 
to be shipped. 

As part of the incentive package for this manufacturing prospect, the City of Newton is pursuing 
funding from the United States Department of Commerce's Economic Development 
Administration (EDA). The EDA could possibly provide $580,000 toward the storage yard 
project, which is currently estimated to cost $1.8 million. In order to access these funds, the 
City would have to commit a like amount ($600,000) toward the project. The balance of the 
project would need to be privately funded. The City's costs would be funded by a Tax 
Increment Finance District, using the gain in value on the property to pay for the incentives. The 
EDA would also require public ownership of the storage yard, with the area being leased to the 
company. 

It is important to get an application submitted as soon as possible. EDA funding is very 
competitive, and many locations that have had economic disruptions are applying for these 
funds. Also, since EDA money is Federal, there are additional costs and paperwork involved, 
which could lengthen the implementation time. The attached Resolution endorses the 
application and states that the City will meet the local match requirements.

Alternate #1 - This is for disconnection of Utilities to Buildings 37/75. The utilities included are three 
water services, one natural gas service and one sanitary sewer service. 

Alternate #2 - This is for upgrading the electrical duct bank from building 82 to building 18. In the 
base bid, we included a single conduit for re-establishing the power loop feed between buildings 18 
and 82 that will be disconnected with the demolition project. This alternate upgrades the duct bank 
to a four-conduit system. The additional three conduits will be used as follows: One will be an empty 
spare for future use, one will contain 1-1/4" interduct with a 12 strand fiber optic cable for data for 
Iowa telecom to replace cabling removed by demo. The last one will contain 1-1/4" interduct with a 
6 strand fiber optic line for security cameras, and a second 1-1/4" interduct with 2 #18 copper 
cables for send/receive of the fire alarm. Again, this is a replacement of lines to that will be demoed. 

Alternate #3 - This is for disconnection of the electric service to buildings 37/75 and 
relocation of the electric meter and distribution box for the parking lot lights for the lot north 
of 37/75.

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Shive Hattery recommends award of the contract to Van Maanen Electric. 

As of now. City Staff has concerns about awarding alternates #1 and #3 for this phase of the work 
for two reasons: 1) Even though bids for the first two (2) phases of the project have come in under 
engineer's estimate. there is concern that phase 3 will come in beyond funding levels for the 
project, given that the plans are being developed to meet Synergy Partner's expectations for the 
work. Shive Hattery has submitted their cost estimates for Phase 3 as currently specked and the 
total if all work is awarded in all three phases shows an estimated shortfall of $705,870. There are 
three alternates (#s6-8) in Phase 3 that are deducts and even with those, there would be a shortfall 
of $50.270. The partners have been notified of this issue. We will be hoping for great bids and are 
committed to working together to achieve a solution if this problem comes to be realized. 

OPTIONS: 
1.	 Award Phase 2 with Alternates #1, #2 and #3; or 
2.	 Award Phase 2 with Alternates #2, Award Alternatives #1 and #3 contingent upon an 

additional authorization to proceed. 
Our Public Works Director has received assurances from the contractor that the bid price
