AGENDA ITEM RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO SIGN AND SUBMIT
PRE-APPLICATION FOR APRON EXPANSION PROJECT WITH
REDUCED FUNDING LEVELS

BACKGROUND

Congress has appropriated only 74% of the funding that had been authorized for this year’s aviation
program. As such, there are now less federal funds for our apron expansion project currently under
design. The FAA has suggested the following options:

1. Reduction in the scope of the project.
2. City of Newton pays the difference.
3. Delay the project until FY 2009.

Option 1 is not recommended as the reduction in size would be too severe and not result in a viable
project.

Option 2 is not recommended since project funding would have to come from the General Fund
Reserve and this reduction in funding levels would result in an increase in cost to the city from
$16,500 to $137,039 (an additional $120,539).

Option 3 is recommended since it is our hope that funding will be restored in the future. The city will
need to carry current costs for the design portion of the project already underway (est. $14,900 from
the General Fund) until the project proceeds.

The attached resolution approves the attached pre-application with the current funding levels at
74%. As there has already been some investment in this project, we wanted to give the council the
opportunity to continue to proceed this year if you so choose. You would only want to approve the
resolution if you want to move ahead with the project in light of the new funding levels. If you want
to choose Option 3 and delay the project to a future date in hopes of receiving additional funding,
deny the resolution.
