AGENDA ITEM RESOLUTION  APPROVING  2007-2008  BUDGET
AMENDMENTS

BACKGROUND

At the May 5, 2008, City Council meeting, the Council designated May 19, 2008 as the
public hearing date to consider the 2007-2008 budget amendments. The State Code
requires that expenditures for each of the nine City programs not exceed the budget for
the respective programs and permits budgets to be amended by cities prior to May 31 to
accommodate this requirement.

The attached budget amendment proposes that 2007-2008 revenues have been
adjusted to reflect increases to revenues as budgeted. Largest changes to budgeted
revenue increases are a result of the Whirlpool Enhancement revenue, LOSST tax,
federal grants for the Fire Department, Synergy Project, the Regional Innovation Grant,
and bond proceeds for the Water Pollution Control Plant. Expenditures have been
adjusted to reflect estimated increases as budgeted, largest changes are expenditures
around the area of the speedway, Synergy project, Economic Development Grant to
Springboard, Regional Innovation Grant, Monroe box culvert project and the Grit
Collection System at the WPCP.

RECOMMENDATION

There will be no increase in tax levies to be paid in the current fiscal year. It is
recommended the City Council adopt the attached resolution approving the 2007 - 2008
budget amendments.
