BACKGROUND 

As part of the 2008 Traffic Signal Improvements Project, easements are needed for the 
new traffic signals that will be installed at the entrance of Hy-Vee (1 st Ave. and E. 14th 

St.) Attached, you will find three (3) Real Estate Easements and diagrams as prepared 
by the Public Works Department, Engineering Division. They are: 

1. Gary L. Maki (Rent-to-Own) 

2. Nellis Land, LLC (Long John Silver's/A & W) 

3. Hy-Vee, Inc. 

Nellis Land, LLC and Hy-Vee, Inc. have agreed to grant easements to the city of 
Newton for consideration in the amount of one (1) dollar. Due to the easement 
infringing on property that could have been used for parking, Gary Maki approved the 
easement for consideration in the amount of $500. This fee is reasonable and 
consistent with other easements acquired in recent years. 

RECOMMENDATION 

Staff recommends that the Council approve the real estate easements for the 2008 
Traffic Signal Improvements Project.
