• With CLG status in hand, the Historic Preservation Commission is 
seeking Council approval to apply for a “Planning for Preservation” grant.  
The “Planning for Preservation” grant does not require a monetary 
match, but does require a commitment of volunteer hours and some staff 
support.

• Change Order #2  $13,800 This change order includes additional 
demolition and construction work necessary to install the underground 
duct bank as part of the Phase 2 Utility Modifications.

• Our second attempt to secure a grant to install an entrance sign at the 
Newton Municipal Airport has proven to be successful.  The Iowa 
Department of Transportation (IDOT) has agreed to grant monies to 
the City of Newton for expenses to install the entrance sign at 50%, up 
to a maximum of $8,000 ($16,000 total project costs). 

• The City portion of this project is not in the budget and would need to 
be paid for from General Fund reserves, if the City Council so 
chooses. 

 14. Resolution Appointing Parks Director, Denny Slings, As The City Of 
Newton’s Authorized Representative Regarding FEMA Application 
(Council Report 08-107) 

• The heavy rains and subsequent flooding which occurred during late 
June, 2008, resulted in damage to one of the bridges spanning Cherry 
Creek on the Back 9 holes of Westwood Municipal Golf Course. The 
Federal Emergency Management Agency was contacted and an 
application made for assistance to repair and/or replace this structure.

CODES 

BACKGROUND 

The City of Newton last updated its building codes (found in Title 3 of the Code of Ordinances) in 
1998. In the subsequent decade, much has changed in the realm of building codes, as the major 
national code-writing bodies have merged and united to produce what are known as the 
International Codes. These International Codes have become the industry standard. In fact, 
Newton's current building code, the 1997 Uniform Building Code, is no longer being produced. 

Newton is one of the last local jurisdictions in Iowa to still utilize the Uniform Building Code. While it 
was advisable to not be an early adopter of the new codes as initial problems were being sorted out 
earlier this decade, the International Codes are now on their third edition and are utilized by the vast 
majority of local governments including Jasper County. Over the past two years, the State of Iowa 
has adopted the International Codes and is in the process of licensing various contractors on a 
statewide basis. Some of the State-adopted codes could even apply to properties within Newton if 
there is not an existing local code (such as the Mechanical Code). 

The proposal is for Newton to adopt the updated Codes and have them be effective upon adoption. 
However, the existing Codes would all stay in effect until the end of 2008. This gives projects 
currently planned or underway the option to use either set of Codes this year. It also gives local 
contractors a transition period to familiarize themselves with the new Code requirements while still 
being able to operate under the existing Code. By January 1, 2009, the existing Codes would 
expire and the new International Codes would be the only ones in effect. 

The attached Resolution sets a public hearing for August 18, 2008 for the consideration of the 
adoption of the 2006 International Building Code, the 2006 International Residential Code, the 2005 
National Electric Code, the 2006 International Plumbing Code, the 2006 International Mechanical 
Code, the 2006 International Energy Conservation Code, and the 2006 International Fire Code.

This AGREEMENT is made between the Iowa Department of Transportation called the "Iowa 
DOT" and City of Newton, hereafter the "SPONSOR". 

1.00 PURPOSE: The purpose ofthis agreement is to set forth terms, conditions and 
obligations for accomplishment ofcertain improvements at the 
Newton Municipal Airport, hereafter the "Airport".

2.0	 GENERAL PROVISIONS 

2.01	 The SPONSOR shall have the project under contract no later than 12 months after the 
date of the agreement or the Iowa DOT reserves the right to revoke this grant. 

2.02	 The Iowa DOT agrees to reimburse the SPONSOR 50% of the eligible project costs, not 
to exceed the maximum amount payable of $8,000, incurred according to the terms of this 
agreement. Reimbursement will be made in whole dollar amounts only, rounded down. 
Final payment request may include documentation ofunreimbursed amounts due to 
rounding, and final reimbursement will be made up to the contract amount in whole 
dollars. 

2.03	 All projects meeting the definition of public improvements shall follow the competitive 
bid and competitive quotation procedures for vertical infrastructure as identified in 
Chapter 26 of the Code of Iowa and 761 Iowa Administrative Code Chapter 180. 
(http://www.legis.state.ia.uslRules/Current/iac/761 iac/t180/t180.pdf) 

•	 Competitive bid procedures for all projects greater than $100,000. 
•	 Competitive quotation procedures for airport authorities and city sponsors with 

populations greater than 50,000 for projects between $57,000 and $100,000 
•	 Competitive quotation procedures for airport authorities and city sponsors with 

population of 50,000 or less for projects between $40,000 and $100,000, 
•	 Informal local procedures for projects less than the thresholds identified for 

competitive quotations. 

The SPONSOR shall follow requirements ofthe Iowa Code Section 544A.18, 193B Iowa 
Administrative Code Chapter 5, Chapter 542B ofthe Code oflowa, and 193C 
Administrative Code Chapter 1 to determine when professional engineering or 
architectural plans and specifications must be used. 

The SPONSOR shall submit any plans, specifications and other contract documents to the 



The Recipient shall agree to provide the Iowa DOT the following documentation: 

1.	 Copies ofcorrespondence and replies, and written notes ofpersonal and/or telephone contacts 
with any TSBs. Such documentation can be used to demonstrate the Recipient's positive efforts 
and it should be placed in the general project file. 

2.	 Bidding proposals noting established TSB goals, if any. 

3.	 The dollar amount contracted to, subcontracted to, or supplied by qualified TSBs for the project 
or projects covered by this agreement.
