BACKGROUND

For many years, the Newton Police Department has participated in the Governor's
Traffic Safety Bureau (GTSB) grant programs. By doing so, the Department has
received reimbursement for overtime, education and also numerous equipment
additions. One of the latest pieces of equipment is the new Speed Trailer that is used to
monitor traffic across town. It is time to apply for the third year of a three-year grant.
The grant has targeted traffic safety issues, including speed, accidents, seatbelt usage,
in addition to impaired driving.

The GTSB has submitted for approval the attached contract. The contract provides for
$13,000 for enforcement overtime, $1,000 in training costs associated with traffic safety
enforcement, $1,000 for educational materials, and $4,000 for an in-car video system.
The total of the grant is $19,000 including a 25% match for costs, excluding the in-car
video, of $3,750.

RECOMENDATION

Staff recommends that the Council approve the GTSB Contract grant application.
