BACKGROUND

On January 19, 2009, the City Council approved setting a letting date to receive bids for
the Apron Expansion, Newton Municipal Airport Project. Bids were received on
February 9 at 10:00 a.m. Six (6) bids were received. Attached is the bid tabulation.

After review of the bids, the city’s consulting engineer, Clapsaddle Garber, Inc.
recommends approval of the low bid from Concrete Technologies of Urbandale, lowa, in.
the amount of $283,864.45. Engineer’s Estimate is $354,269 for a difference of
$70,404.55.. The City has been awarded an lowa Department of Transportation Airport
Improvement Project grant of 85% up to a maximum of $363,800 for this project.

AGENDA ITEM RESOLUTION APPROVING APPLICATION FOR TAX
ABATEMENT IN THE CITY-WIDE URBAN REVITALIZATION
AREA

BACKGROUND

The City of Newton has had a city-wide tax abatement program for over fifteen years.
The Newton City Council adopted the abatement program by ordinance in 1993 and
modified it to its current form on October 21, 2002 (Resolution No. 2002-146). The
amended version of the abatement schedule greatly increased the aggressiveness of
the residential abatement policy while leaving the commercial and industrial policies the
same.

The City-Wide Urban Revitalization Plan provides that the City Council annually
approves all applications for tax abatement that have been timely filed. The attached
resolution lists all qualifying building improvements completed in the past year.

In order to actually receive tax abatement, improvements must meet a threshold of
increased value for the property. For residential properties, the improvements must
increase the property value by at least 10% to be eligible for abatement. For
commercial and industrial properties, the threshold is at least a 15% increase. The
actual percentage increases have yet to be finalized by the County Assessor, so it is not
yet known how much abatement value the properties on the list will receive. The City
just certifies the projects as being eligible, based on permit values and preliminary
guidance from the Assessor’s Office.

RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends that Council adopt the resolution approving the applications for tax
abatement in the City-Wide Urban Revitalization Area.
